Gilbane’s in-house estimating capabilities include all 16 CSI divisions of work, 
including mechanical and electrical systems. We have a proven historical cost 
database, developed from actual costs of numerous sector specifi c projects. This 
database is validated against local information from subcontractors, suppliers and 
vendors, thereby ensuring the early development of accurate conceptual construction 
costs.

Value Engineering
In the simplest of terms, value engineering is the systematic analysis of design and 
construction alternatives to provide the Owner with best value for each construction 
dollar spent. The Gilbane team works diligently with the Owner, design and 
building team to fi nd the optimal balance between cost, quality, performance and 
aesthetics. The team also takes into consideration operations and maintenance, 
energy consumption, fl exibility and durability to identify the best overall value for 
the project.


Value engineering is part of an ongoing process throughout the preconstruction 
phase of a project. We have found that conducting formal value engineering 
sessions during both the schematic and design development phases provides great 
potential value to the Owner. With critical early input from select subcontractors, 
these sessions evaluate the various building systems, materials and the construction 
methods to be used and identify opportunities to save money, reduce schedule or 
increase performance by considering alternative solutions. We will then target high 
and low areas of cost through cost modeling and provide an in-depth evaluation 
during this process. This also allows for the most effi cient solutions to be considered 
by the entire project team and then recommended to the Owner for approval.


Gilbane will review the design concepts and details for their cost implications, 
completeness, accuracy and practical results prior to their implementation. 
Additionally, Gilbane will bring attention to specifi c items that may lead to an 
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increase in project costs of possibly lengthen the construction schedule. 
Gilbane’s value engineering efforts typically save 2-8% on most projects 
without compromising the functional or aesthetic properties. Those 
savings may then be used to maintain the budget or be re-invested back 
into the project.


Gilbane’s vast experience and Lessons Learned database on similar 
projects will be of great value in the value engineering effort. During 
the design stages and throughout the project, Gilbane’s approach to VE 
emphasizes long-term costs rather than the initial purchase pricing, as 
well as impacts to the phasing plan and construction schedule.

Gilbane does not approach value engineering as scope reduction or design 
elimination. Instead, as builders, we bring expertise in management and provide 
recommendations for building the project better and with as few surprises as 
possible. Gilbane believes that a CPM’s greatest duty is to deliver the facility that 
the Owner has envisioned, while protecting the budget and schedule as if it were 
our own investment. In order to support this, every possible threat to the budget and 
schedule is addressed and mitigated through the collaborative but disciplined efforts 
of the entire project team.


Budget Management
Gilbane takes ownership of the project budget beginning with the use of our Cost 
Advisor to create the initial cost model. We work with the project team to manage 
the project scope within the cost model and the established budget. As the design 
process proceeds, we explore bringing on board key design assist subcontractors 
(if needed) that are critical to the project’s success, drawing upon their specifi c 
trade expertise as we refi ne the project design and cost while maximizing the 
project scope.

priced. We take ownership of Construction Budget from the Cost Model through the 
GMP on through the fi nal payment.


Scheduling


Our experience has shown the schedule is perhaps the most 
important project control mechanism to ensure project success.

P6 software to manage the design activities using CPM 
scheduling methods to control and track the project.

Gilbane’s unique “Card Trick” planning and scheduling 
session is an early scheduling meeting to establish, prioritize and integrate 200-500 
key activities into a schedule of clearly defi ned tasks with assigned responsibilities. 
This proven process helps assure team coordination and commitment of all parties 
involved to milestones critical to maintain completion dates. One of the biggest 
advantages of the Card Trick is that it allows participants the opportunity to evaluate 
how the individual pieces of the project come together. In the process of developing 
the project schedule, the individual team members begin to build the working 
relationship of a solid project team.

The Base Review involves execution of over 500 distinct review tasks by a team 
of disciplinary-specifi c Document Review Coordinators.  The observations are 
communicated on a weekly (or if required, more frequently) basis to the Project, 
Design, and Owner teams via electronic reports.  The sorting features within the 
document are designed to facilitate resolution of the items in a team approach.

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CASE STUDY - TRANSITION PLANNING / MOVE MANAGEMENT FOR THE POLLY 
ROSENBAUM STATE ARCHIVES BUILDING
For more than three decades, the Arizona State Library, Archives and Public Records 
was in need of a new storage facility in order to preserve the State Archives, the 
Capitol Museum collections and provide storage for the State’s historical artifacts 
and archival collections. In March, 2006, the Arizona Legislative Council selected 
Gilbane Building Company to serve as Project Manager to determine a budget so the 
Legislature could fund the project. At the time, the only approved appropriation was 
for design services, rendered by DWL Architects + Planners. Once the budget was 
established and the funding was approved, Gilbane, as the Owner’s Representative, 
led the Arizona Legislative Council through the selection process for the Construction 
Manager at Risk. Mortensen was selected as the CMAR and Gilbane continued as the 
Owner’s Representative through the life of construction and close-out.


The 140,000 square foot facility includes areas of special climate control that require 
protection from environmental and mechanical hazards in order to provide long-term 
preservation and protection of fragile materials. Functional spaces include:


Triage: temporary storage space for incoming materials. The space is a tightly 
isolated holding room that prevents spread of contamination from insects, mold, 
etc.
Holding Room: Materials that are deemed free of contamination are moved into 
the holding room to determine additional preservation needs as well as fi nal 
storage location.
Treatment Area: This space utilizes negative air pressure in order to ensure 
materials are unable to infect each other. After they are treated in the fi rst space, 
they are moved to a workroom  where they are cleaned before moving to the holding room. Finally, materials 
which require re-humidifi cation, i.e. rolled documents, are placed in a humidifying room, located in the 
treatment area.
Processing Rooms: Archives and Capitol Museum room for processing, indexing, arranging records.
Conservation Laboratory: Laboratory for professional conservation of  the collections. This particular space 
includes a darkroom and area for cleaning papers and artifacts.
Archives Collections: area for long-term storage of all of the State Archives.
Pre-Archival Records: area for long-term storage of pre-archival records from a variety of state agencies.
Secure Reading Room: Room in which the public is able to access the collections through an archivist, while 
under supervision to ensure preservation of the items.


Mortensen commenced construction in November 2006. Construction was completed in October 2008. A dedication 
ceremony is scheduled for January 15, 2009.


Gilbane Transition Planning Management (TPM) began working in March 2007 with the Arizona State Library, Museum, 
Archives and Public Records staff to plan the consolidation and move from the Arizona State Capitol and three warehouse 
spaces to the new facility located at the Southwest corner of 19th Avenue and Madison Street. Implementation of the master 
transition schedule proceeded over the following 18 months to ensure everything was ready to support and monitor the move 
activities which began in October 2008. This was not just “a move”. It was the strategic coordination to install 15.43 miles 
of new and relocated moveable shelving into 2.2 miles of new rails. It also required strong attention to conservation and 
keen planning for a safe and secure move for rare and irreplaceable state treasures like the original “Guest Register” for the 
infamous Yuma prison, museum collections including ancient Native American pottery and artifacts, and public records like 
the court records for the Miranda case. The move also included antiques such as the original Capitol furniture and outgoing 
Governors’ desks as well as artwork and a large collection of maps.
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 order to ensure all items were properly moved, handled and cared for, the 
Arizona Legislative Council approved the Transition Planning and Move 
Management services including but not limited to:


Creation and Adherence of the Transition Master Schedule
Creation and Adherence of the Transition Project Budget
Facilitation of Project Meetings
Specialty Equipment Inventory and Planning
Furniture and Equipment Inventory
Move Plan/Occupancy Scheduling
Procurement Services
Vendor Coordination
On-Site Move Coordination


Often times, end users are so familiar with their day-to-day process that they cannot fully explain their spacial needs. Gilbane 
worked with the end users to understand and analyze their needs, goals and mode of operation through in-depth meetings as 
well as “a day in the life of” recreation. Once the objectives and needs were fully understood, the TPM team created a master 
move schedule based on the termination dates of the existing warehouse and space lease agreements as well as the critical 
construction deadlines. Of additional importance, the team worked with archivists to measure and inventory boxes and items, 
thereby determining the layout and need of the pre-archival and archives collection storage. 


Before the moving company was hired, stringent regulations and policies were outlined in the bidding documents in order to 
ensure proper conservation practices were in place during the physical transportation of the items. Some of these protocols 
included the moving team wearing white gloves while transporting the items and compliance with only stacking items/boxes 
within the designated heights per the specifi cations.


Gilbane TPM, working with the Archives, Library and Records staff, ensured all items were cared for, documented at each 
step of the move and that the transition was completed on-time, without closing archive or museum access to the public for a 
single day.


Fast Facts
Installation of 15.43 miles of new and relocated moveable shelving into 2.2 miles of new rails.


Unique artifacts included the original guest register for the infamous Yuma prison, museum collections 
including ancient Native American pottery and artifacts, and public records like the court records for the 
Miranda case.


Amy O’Brien, Transition Manager and Beca Kulinovich, Transition Executive, together, volunteered over 
100 hours to assist with the conservation and packing of photographs, museum artifacts and the care and 
organization of public records.


The transition was completed on-time, without closing to the public for a single day.
